Slow as it's been, this
meeting with Larry had a hopeful and cheerv tone, leaving everyone
convinced that it's going to move along now.

Our Clearing treasurer, Clarice Harton, was excited to report that we are at
present only $8,000 short of enough to complete the present building. We
all examined Bill Walton's beautiful model of the complete lay out
according to our architect's drawings. The large nan-winterized activity &
meeting room which remains to be built in some future time does make the
[inal building more interesting and beautiful, but the committee have
agreed to postpone that part of the architect's plan, since we have more
immediate need [or sleeping cabins tg house those who donot care to
camp. The showers and toilets and the kitchen faciljties will be ample to R
make life at The Clearing very convenient for any size group. In the near
future, when we finally have our occupancy permit, and before we have
any cabins, some people could sleep under roof by putting sleeping bags
down on the floor in the meeting room. We are all, however, looking
forward to continuing to use and even expand the number of tent sites, and
to continue to use The Clearing as a place in which to be inspired students
of nature in the great outdoors.
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
